Nominations for the Cawthorne Excellence in Teaching Award are now being accepted for the 2005 award.  Please send your nominations to the Faculty Development Committee, in care of the Provost, by December 15, 2007.

This award was established in 1988 by Don and Chris Kerr Cawthorne and is given each academic year to a full-time member of the Georgetown College Faculty.  It gives the entire faculty an opportunity to focus its attention on that aspect of the College which the faculty recognizes to be most important - excellence in teaching.  

Each member of the full-time faculty of Georgetown College is eligible for the award.  Nominees are evaluated on current teaching excellence at Georgetown College based upon the most recent five years of teaching at the College.  Any full-time member may nominate one person using the following guidelines:

· Nominators should write a short letter to the Faculty Development Committee naming the nominee; a faculty member may be nominated in two consecutive years and subsequently after a one-year hiatus.  Letters of nomination are forwarded to the Faculty Development Committee in care of the Provost by December 15.

· The Faculty Development Committee will reply by returning to each nominator an application for the Cawthorne Excellence in Teaching Award.  (If more than one person nominates the same faculty member, the nominators should collaborate in completing the application.)  The application should be completed by the nominator(s) in consultation with the nominee.  The deadline for returning the completed application to the Faculty Development Committee, in care of the Provost, is February 1.

· The Faculty Development Committee will schedule 30-minute interviews with one nominator for each nominee to review the application in light of the criteria for nomination.  The application shall be the basis for discussion in this interview.

If a member of the Faculty Development Committee is nominated for the Award, the first alternate representing the appropriate division will serve on the selection committee.  Members of the Faculty Development Committee who serve as either nominators or nominees for any award must excuse themselves from the committee's deliberations and ask that their substitute participate.  An award recipient may not be eligible again until three years have elapsed.

The name of the Award recipient will be announced at Commencement in May.  If in any year a recipient is not named, the award for that year will become a part of the corpus of the Don and Chris Kerr Cawthorne Award Fund.
