1. You will be presented with various note values and asked to draw the equivalent rests.

2. You will be given rhythmic formulas and asked to provide either the beat unit or the beat subdivision.

3. You will be asked to indicate whether various meters are simple or compound meters.

4. You will be given short musical excerpts and asked to provide the meter signature for each.

5. You will be given a short music example in a particular meter and asked to transcribe it into a different meter.  For example, you may be asked to transcribe a 4/4 example into 4/8, etc.

6. You will be given various major keys and asked to spell the tonic and dominant chord in each key.

7. You will asked to label various cadences (SATB voicings) as perfect authentic, imperfect authentic, or half.

8. You will be given the root, third or fifth of various major triads and asked to provide the missing notes names.

9. You will be given various pitches and asked to draw the requested interval above or below each pitch.
